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REPORT ON ANNUAL CONFERENCE

This year’s Florida Annual Conference was held at the Lakeland
Center from June 10-12, 2010, Bishop Timothy Whitaker, presiding.
The theme for the conference was “Transforming the World,
Eradicating Extreme Poverty.” This was not as busy a conference as
last year’s meeting.

The kick-off for lay persons was hosted by Sharon Luther,
Conference Lay Leader, on Thursday morning, June 10. At this
session, we are introduced to the theme and it’s kind of a pep rally. A
special guest speaker was Governor Charlie Christ, a member of
First United Methodist Church, St. Petersburg.

The afternoon presentation was by Rev. David Beckmann, President
of “Bread for the World.” This organization campaigns for
strengthening U.S. political commitment to overcoming hunger and
poverty at home and abroad. We were asked to write letters to our
congress-members requesting their help in supporting legislation that
would end hunger.

Friday was devoted mostly to various reports. Since most of the
missions supported by the United Methodist Church had already
submitted written reports (which were included in the workbook and
supplement), we were not subjected to a retelling of the efforts and
successes of the various groups. The longest report was the
financial report. It was presented in a straightforward, but engaging
fashion by the conference treasurer, Mickey Wilson. The budget was
approved as presented. Other reports were also approved, as
presented. Copies of the reports are available on request.

Saturday morning, it was time to vote on resolutions. There were only
a few. One involved approving using capital funds for congregational
redevelopment purposes at Faith UMC, Largo (approved). Another
commended the work of churches which have found creative ways to
minister to those living with dementia and encourages the
development of programs to address the associated issues. The only
contentious resolution concerned the Florida Conference Creation
Care Task Team. The resolution suggested we align the conference
with the Sunshine State Interfaith Power and Light group. It was
suggested we did not know enough about the group and the
sponsors of the resolution were not available to answer questions.
The resolution was tabled on a motion by Amy Ridgewell.

The Friday and Saturday morning Bible Studies are among the most
invigorating times during the meeting. This year's speaker, Rev.
Juanita Rasmus, came to us from St. John’s United Methodist in
Houston. It is important to remember that even while doing the
business of the church, our faith is what brings us together.

Next year’s Florida Annual Conference will be held in Tampa, June 1-
4, 2011. | urge all church members to make plans to attend at least
some of the sessions to understand more of what it takes to keep an
organization such this functioning on an even keel.
